The project is due in its entirety on THURSDAY APRIL 14TH , at the beginning of class.
Your task is to compose a journal as though you were with Hannibal on his rampage through Italy during the Second Punic War.  


The journal must:

	1)  Be written in diary style in the first person.

	2)  React to the trials of the excursion, showing specific reactions to the events
	 in the story as Livy portrays them.  The events described must be accurate and
	 as close to Livy’s account as possible.  The reactions to the events, however,
	 ought to be completely original, yet somehow consistent with the likely
	 reactions from a person of your (character’s) station.  

	3)  The diary must be a manuscript.  The outward appearance of the journal 
	ought to look as authentic as possible.

	4)  Eligible characters will be limited to:
		a senior officer
		a soldier
		Hannibal himself
		a cook
		an elephant caretaker
		a prisoner of war (Gaul or Spaniard)
		a military engineer
	
	5)  Include 11 daily entries of no less than 100 words each:
		1 entries from “Saguntum”
		1 entry from “The Rhone Crossing
		2 entries from “The Alps”
		2 entries from “The Po Valley”
		1 entry from “The Trebia River”
		1 entry from “Trasimene”
		1 entry from “Cannae”
		1 entry from “Zama”
		1 entry from the aftermath as you live it.
